New Entry Process
Step 1: Go online at www.secctv.org to fill out the entry form.
Step 2: Once you fill out and submit the form, you will receive an email confirmation form.
Step 3: Print your email confirmation form.
Step 4: Get the signatures: student producer(s), parent/legal guardian and teacher must all sign the email
confirmation form in their designated areas.
Step 5: Bring your signed email confirmation form and DVD entry to the SECC office at 3780 Rosin Court, Suite 150;
Sacramento, CA 95834; (916) 920-1006 by Friday, March 6, 2009 at 7:00 pm.
Step 6: Last step! Come to the SEVA Award Night on Thursday, May 7, 2009 to walk the red carpet, meet fellow

producers and find out if your video wins.

Grades K-3 | Grades 4-6 | Grades 7-8
Grades 9-12 | College/University

SEVA Categories

Documentary

An in-depth educational study about classroom curriculum
topics, issues or people in current events or history.

Instructional
Provides “how to" advice or teaches a subject or skill
related to an educational topic.

Public Service Announcements (PSA)
A short promotional piece about an educational topic that
must be thirty seconds (:30) or one minute (:60) in length.

School News
Campus news programs or event coverage in your school
such as a concert, theater production, play or other activity.

Technical Requirements

SEVA entries can be submitted on DVD or MiniDV. DVDs
must play on standard DVD players not just on comput-
ers. Please make a best quality copy of your edited show to
enter and one for yourself. SECC cannot return any media.

It's a Student Video Contest

Students must produce their videos with minimal parental
and teacher involvement. Any indication that major amounts
of the video were produced by adults and not the student
will result in the video's disqualification from the contest.

Judging Criteria
Judges assign points in the following areas:
* Educational Message Strength

Does your video convey a clear educational message?
What is your message?

* Originality & Creativity
Is your video original and creative? Is all of the content in
your entry created by you and/or your fellow producers?

* Organization of Production
Does your video have a clear beginning, middle and end?
Can the audience follow your story in a logical order?

* Production & Technical Quality

Judges look at the camera work, talent, lighting, sound,
editing and graphics. Did you proofread all graphics and text
in your video? Is your talent (reporter, interviewer or narra-
tor) easy to understand? Is your video family friendly and
appropriate for viewing at school (ie. language and content)?

= Overall Impression
Does the viewer learn something new or interesting from
your video?

Copyright Policy

Since the SEV As are broadcast, cablecast on television and
presented online, entries must contain only originally pro-
duced video, graphics, images, animation, music and sound.
If you include any copyrighted materials, your entry must be
accompanied by formal permission waivers obtained from
their sources. All video, photos and music must be original
or proof of permission to use the copyrighted elements
must be provided. Videos that contain unauthorized copy-
righted elements will be disqualified from the contest.

Releases

As a producer, you must have the permission of each per-
son included in your video.

Notes

Videos submitted in languages other than English must con-
tain English subtitles. Judges reserve the right to not give an
award in a category or to disqualify an entry.
